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Purpose

To understand, both for the NMS and for the office, what will be required in terms of development and modification over the next 20 months.  This analysis also gives a good overview of the numbers and state of collections in each NMS as well as a clear idea of what is in digital form.  From this requirements analysis The European Library Office will work with each NMS to provide an individual development plan.  This analysis, together with the individual development plans will allow the Office to schedule their own work and to grasp the bigger picture.  

Method

A questionnaire was developed by the report authors, with some help from Bill Oldroyd of the British Library.  This questionnaire was first tested in the Czech Republic by Robina Clayphan and a couple of small modifications were made.  The questionnaire was mailed to the libraries with a request for a face to face interview date with the individuals responsible for Collections, IT, Marketing as well with the library Director where possible.  Each library received a visit from one of the reports authors, who conducted interviews with the questionnaire with the relevant members of staff.  Each questionnaire was then sent back to the library for details to be checked. 

Summary

This document provides an overview of the collections, catalogues, their metadata and accessibility for 9 libraries.  It shows the current state.  This document does not attempt to say what should be done for each library. This will be executed in the next phase, with individual development plans.

There is a strong body of digital material available from these libraries including 9 OPACs, 30 digitized collections and 28 to-be-digitized collections over the next 2 years.  In total this will add 67 new collections and catalogues to The European Library.

Overall the weakest area from the point of view of The European Library is the form of the metadata.  Very few of the NMS have Dublin Core compliant data – many have MARC21 records which in theory can be converted, however it is difficult to assess how easily achievable this will be.  The addition of TEL Application Profile extensions maybe very difficult for the metadata that is already digitized. 
It would be good to try and agree that all the New Member States libraries moved towards compatibility with (Note: we cannot expect them to actually adopt DC or TEL AP) DC and TEL Application Profile for everything they are proposing to develop over the next 2 years and beyond. The European Library Office will investigate for already digitized records and collections how to convert or map each library’s metadata to an acceptable level. It will also look at the best way to share this knowledge between the NMS and itself.  The European Library will also bear in mind the new NISO Metasearch Initiative Collection Description application profile for metadata in any recommendations made to the NMS, so that they may implement the next standard where possible. 

All the libraries listed Z39:50 as their preferred method of access for most of their collections.  Two libraries can deliver some collections via OAI.  This will have some implications for The European Library on the use of the Z39:50/SRU gateway provided by the British Library and further work is needed on this.   One of the areas of the workshop to be held for this work package will be about the merits of SRU and OAI over Z39:50 for incorporation into The European Library.  

There are very likely to be some issues over language and diacritics and this work package needs to work closely with work package 3 to solve any problems. 

The Requirements 

1. Individual plans for the upgrading or transformation of metadata, dealing with language and enabling access will be developed for each NMS.

2. Creation of an overall plan for The European Library, based on the speed of implementation possible for each of the NMS and the resources available to The European Library. 

3. Date of workshop to discuss outstanding issues and to validate draft plans

4. Investigation of the best way to transform MARC to TEL Application Profile 

5. Investigate the consequences surrounding the different character sets and make recommendations

6. Determination of local or central gateways

7. Determination of numbers capable of SRU
Immediate Recommendation

For the 28 collections to be digitized in the coming 2 years, all participating libraries who are about to digitize or create metadata for a collection should conform to (or be compatible with) the TEL Application Profile, which uses Dublin Core as its base.
The European Library to write a paper on the merits of OAI-PMH compliancy and use.

Section A
Collections

All of the libraries have a digitized catalogue, some had digitized national bibliographies.  The metadata and accessibility of these catalogues varied considerably.  Seven out of the nine libraries have other digitized collections.  Most are in MARC21 so in theory convertible to simple Dublin Core (or TEL AP), but some are only www with little or no metadata.  In additions to the catalogues and national bibliographies there are some 30 collections in digitized form now and 28 collections that will be digitized over the next 2 years. 

There are only 2 born digital collections at the moment, but 4 of the 9 libraries are involved in national  web archiving programmes.  Most are technically ready to archive but are waiting for the legal process to catch up so that deposit law in each of their countries allows them to do so.

Many of the records and collections have been described using MARC21, but several are purely web versions without real metadata. Several of the libraries use Aleph, so as part of the next exercise in creating individual development plans, some conversations will be held directly with Ex Libris to discover what the possibilities are now and in the future.  In theory the MARC21 records can be mapped to simple Dublin Core but although the libraries have a little experience in converters and cross walking so this could be more difficult than it appears superficially to be. Hungary has some OAI-PMH collections and the web archive collections to be created will be OAI and DC in all instances to date. Nothing is really Dublin Core compliant so making the current digitized collections and catalogues TEL Application Profile compliant will be difficult.  This is probably the area of most work for the libraries, looking at what can be done to convert their MARC records to simple DC and then at how to upgrade them to the TEL Application Profile.

Section C
Technical Infrastructure

All the Libraries used z39:50 to search their catalogues and most of the collections, and this was their preferred method of making their data available for The European Library.  Only Hungary has any real knowledge of SRU.  Most of the libraries were unsure at this stage whether they were interested in using a central gateway z39:50 to SRU or would like a local one.  Recommendations over this will be made by Bill Oldroyd and Theo van Veen. Several were using the world wide web to search for digitized items and many of the collections are only accessible via www.

Czech Republic, Estonia and Hungary are able to provide OAI harvestable records.  Only Slovakia answered yes to the question of whether their data conformed to the TEL Application Profile, this will need to be verified. 

For Z39:50 transference most libraries will use ISO2709 and MARC.  
The character sets used in were fairly varied, some were looking to upgrade from UTF8 to UTF16 and others used Latin 1. Only 2 of the libraries were Bath Profile Level 0 compliant.  Character sets is another area that will require some additional investigation and work by The European Library and particularly in the use of the z39:50/SRU gateway. 

 There were a couple of authority files that may be useful to the wider world such as MESH and the use of these could be investigated further.  Many of the libraries were compromising on the use of relevant diacritics or even complete alphabets for their languages.  The implications of this compromising need to be understood and interpreted into recommendations by The European Library. 
Library hardware and operating systems varied considerably.  The software deployed included Aleph, Innopac and Fedora as well as some tailor made systems.
