Production Services Editorial Style Guide

This style guide addresses exceptions to several commonly used texts on editorial style, most notably _The Chicago Manual of Style_, 13th edition. In addition, it addresses style matters not contained in these texts or peculiar to the materials published by ALA Production Services.

Sources used by ALA Production Services include the following:

For editorial style, the primary source is _The Chicago Manual of Style_. _Words into Type_ serves as a secondary source for style and covers grammar and usage as well. Both of these texts are consulted regularly. Consulted less often, but providing valuable guidance, are Bernstein's _The Careful Writer_ and _Miss Thistlebottom's Hobgoblins_, Follett's _Modern American Usage_, Fowler's _Dictionary of Modern English Usage_, and Strunk and White's _The Elements of Style_.

For spelling and word division, Production Services uses the Random House Webster's _College Dictionary_. The ALA Glossary of Library and Information Science provides definitions of library-related terms.

One large area barely covered by the above-cited texts is the technical concepts, terminology, and products that have developed over the last twenty years, particularly in the library field. Items such as CD-ROM, databases, and online catalogs, nonexistent or in their infancy when most of these texts were being compiled, have in recent years become common in library literature. Along with them has come a profusion of terminology. As a result, the development of a set of standard practices regarding this specialized language has become essential.

Reference texts exist that specialize in this area, but few can be considered authoritative. The ALA Glossary contains definitions for some technical terms. Two comprehensive dictionaries of computer terms recently have been published, The Random House _Personal Computer Dictionary_ and the Microsoft Press _Computer Dictionary_. Nonetheless, many terms in current use lack definitive spelling, style, or punctuation. As a result, we have developed a set of procedures based on common practice and consultation with authoritative sources to deal with these. These procedures are included in this guide.

CITATIONS
Author-Date System (LRTS only)

For greater detail on the author-date system, consult the MOS, sections 15.4 15.33.

In this system, authors' names and dates of publication are given in the text, usually in parentheses, and keyed to a list of works cited, which is placed at the end of the . . . article. This list is arranged alphabetically and may bear the title Reference List, Works Cited, Literature Cited, Bibliography, or some variation of these, depending on what seems most appropriate. (MOS, 15.4)

The basic reference in the author-date system consists of the last name of an author and year of publication of the work, with no punctuation between them:

(Smith 1978)
(The term author refers to the name under which the work is alphabetized in the list of works cited; thus it may refer to an editor, compiler, or organization as well as an individual author or group of authors. Note, however, that ed. or comp. is not given in the text reference.)

The citation may be incorporated in text:

Smith (1978) observed that this process was irrefutable.

When a specific passage is cited, page numbers follow the date, preceded by a comma:

(O'Toole 1980, 27)

(Mathews 1987, 131-33)

For more than three authors use the name of the first followed by and others.

Separate multiple references with semicolons: (Howard 1987; Howard and Fine 1984; DaRita 1972)

Whenever possible place references just before a mark of punctuation:

This report, which confirms the findings of numerous other researchers (Olson 1990, 5 34; Lane 1986, 2 27), was originally published as a doctoral dissertation (Kent 1991).

Use an abbreviated form for lengthy group names. For example, American Library Association, Reference and Adult Services Division could be abbreviated ALA RASD. (Consult a Production Services editor for a list of of abbreviated names.)

Whenever possible, for ease of identification the abbreviated text reference and the full form appearing in the reference list should begin with the same element (e.g., OCLC Online Computer Library Center shortened to OCLC). If this cannot be done, the reference list should include a cross-reference linking the abbreviated form with the full citation:

ALA RASD. See American Library Association, Reference and Adult Services Division

Author-Date Endnotes
Endnotes in the author-date system contain documentation not found in the source citations contained in the reference list. See MOS sections 15.34 57 and 15.65 and 66 for discussion of endnote style. Aside from their occurrence in tables, footnotes and unnumbered notes rarely appear in ALA journals and newsletters.

Reference Lists
With the exception of the placement of the date (see example below), reference list style is identical to MOS bibliography style (MOS sections 15.74 97 and chapter 16).

Endnotes
ALA endnote style conforms to that found in chapter 17 of the MOS. This section contains items not covered in the MOS.

Bibliographies
ALA style conforms to the first style described ( A ) in chapter 16.5 of the MOS. This style is commonly used for humanities texts.

BIBLIOGRAPHIC IMPRINTS
Imprints appear in most of the publications produced by ALA Production Services. Usually accompanied by a review, they provide pertinent details of a publication in a concise form. Imprints usually appear in alphabetical order and are sorted by author last name, title, or both. In general, they follow the Manual of Style form for bibliographies set forth in section 16; additional information regarding price, number of pages, ISBN number, and other matters is usually included as well.

The following elements are exceptions and additions to MOS bibliographic style.

Basic Form
All works with an author use an author main entry. (Note: This does not apply to the RQ Sources section; see example below.)

The RQ Sources section uses title main entry in all cases, including authored works.

Publisher
Use the ALA short-form designations for publishers found at the end of this guide.

Number of Pages
Page numbers should be closed up to the abbreviated p. (Rarely used: lvs. for leaves ) 135p.

Format and Price
Hardcover format (cloth) is assumed and need not appear. Other formats such as paper (for paperbound), spiralbound, looseleaf, or lib. ed. should precede the price, with a comma separating them. If the price is rounded to the nearest dollar, omit decimals. No period follows the price. spiralbound, $23.95 paper, $49

If a work exists in multiple formats, information for these should follow the cloth edition ISBN (with a semicolon following the closing parenthesis). Information for the paper edition should appear last.

245p., $29.95 (ISBN 0-23456-788-9); spiralbound, $14.50 (ISBN 0-23456-788-9); paper, $7.95 (ISBN 0-23456-789-6). paper, $4.95 (ISBN 0-23456-789-0).

Acid-free
The designation for acid-free paper should immediately precede the ISBN number:

acid-free (ISBN 0-23456-788-9).

ISBN
ISBN numbers are preceded by the capital letters ISBN and a space. The entire unit is enclosed in parentheses and followed by a period. If more than one format, price, and ISBN appears, then ISBN units are followed by semicolons.

LC Number
If provided, the LC number appears last, preceded by the capital letters LC and a space and followed by a period.

Descriptive Information Regarding Illustrations, Index, etc.

If provided, other descriptive information should be abbreviated using the forms below and appear after the number of pages and before the format and price. Order abbreviations alphabetically and separate with commas.

COMPUTER TERMINOLOGY
Consistent styling of computer and high-technology terminology is difficult given the large number of new words that regularly appear, the frequency of their occurrence, and the variety of forms they take in various publications.

Consult an authoritative source, such as the previously mentioned Random House and Microsoft dictionaries, for common computer terminology. For less common terms (including many related to library technology), consult manufacturers' literature (including ads) when available, and use the suggestions below. Computer software should be treated as products, not publications. Thus WordPerfect, Ventura, Lotus 1-2-3, etc., should appear in roman type, not italic.

Databases while also, strictly speaking, products present problems in that they frequently take the name of a print publication (e.g., Grolier's Encyclopedia). The difficulty is compounded by frequent uncertainty about whether or not there is a print analogue to a particular database. To avoid continual decision making in this regard and to maintain consistency of style, use italics for all databases.

Online catalogs: Use the form provided by the vendor. Style in roman type.

Computer keyboard commands: Initial cap and lower case, e.g., Ctrl, Alt, Enter. If the command is generic or a single keystroke, use upper and lower case; if it consists of two or more keystrokes, use all caps.

Style Boolean (note capital B) operators upper-case: AND, OR, NOT, etc.

Bitnet: ABCDEFG@ABC; Internet: XYZXYZX@XYZ

TREATMENT OF NUMBERS
As is noted in section 8.1 of the _Chicago Manual of Style_ (MOS), determining a complete and consistent set of rules for the treatment of numbers is very difficult. In deciding how numbers in a given publication should be styled, the first question is whether the publication is primarily humanistic (what the MOS calls ordinary text ) or scientific or technological. To avoid using different numerical styles for various articles in the same issue, the publication editor, in consultation with Production Services and the responsible division's staff, should make this decision to stand at least for that editor's tenure.

The general criteria for making this distinction are:

If exposition rather than measurement is the focus of most articles in the publication, and numbers are used incidentally or occasionally, then the ordinary text style should be followed (MOS 8.3 8.10).

If the primary intent of most articles is to report the results of statistical surveys or scientific data, or to show comparisons in which numbers are used to convey information, then the scientific style should be adopted (MOS 8.11 8.22).

Numerical Style in Ordinary (Humanistic) Text

It is generally expected that most journals and newsletters from ALA units will follow the ordinary text style. The following paragraphs explain the key points of that style as applied in Production Services and attempt to resolve certain options and contradictions in the MOS. This style may also be used as an exception in an article containing primarily expository writing appearing in a journal that otherwise uses scientific style.

1. Spell out whole numbers from one through ninety-nine.

2. Spell out large numbers (hundred, thousand, million, billion, etc.) when these units are preceded by a whole number from one through ninety-nine:

two thousand, forty-five million, seventy-eight billion

3. However, when the preceding number is a decimal or fraction, use figures followed by the words for the units:

18 1/2 million, 45.7 million, 78.3 billion

4. Round numbers (approximations) and exact numbers that can be expressed in even hundreds, thousands, or millions should be spelled out:

About six million, three thousand years, fourteen thousand miles But use figures for exact quantities above ninety-nine that cannot be so expressed:

2,514 pages, 4,066 feet, 540 cars

5. Numbers between one thousand and ten thousand that can be expressed as even hundreds should be spelled out that way:

a twenty-five hundred word essay

6. For all percentages, use figures and the word percent:

3 percent, 100 percent

Numerical Style in Scientific/Technical Text

In the less likely case that a program unit publication is deemed to be primarily statistical, numbers should be treated as described in MOS 8.11 8.22. This technical style might also be used as an exception in a predominantly statistical article that appears in a journal that otherwise uses ordinary text style.

The highlights of this style are:

1. Use figures to represent all numerical elements central to the discussion of the text.

2. For numbers referring to elements subordinate to the central discussion, use ordinary text style.

For example, in a scientific journal article reporting the results of a patron survey that discusses and compares age, amount of overdue fines, and income, a passing mention (i.e., one not central to the discussion) to, say, the length of time a patron has lived in the community or to the age of the library should appear spelled out if under ninety-nine:

Residents who have lived in the community twenty-five years or more represent 58% of cardholders, while residents with less than fifteen years in the community make up only 14% of cardholders.

3. For percentages, use figures and the percent symbol (%).

Exceptions The MOS lists several exceptions to or elaborations of its primary rules, most of which are quite clear and specific (MOS 8.4 8.22). Sections 8.3, para. 4, and 8.8, which often generate confusion, are discussed below.

Frequency of Occurrence
In humanistic text that contains many numbers in the same paragraph, figures may be used to maintain clarity and brevity.

The ages of the eight members of the city council are 69, 64, 58, 54 (two members), 47, 45, and 35.

Consistency of Treatment
In humanistic text, numbers describing the same category should be treated consistently within the same sentence or paragraph. If one number of a category is treated as a figure, all of that category should be treated likewise.

The library contained 6 books on cataloging, 27 on UFO abductions, and 125 on gardening.

However, the above rule does not affect numbers within the same sentence or paragraph that describe a different category.

Ninety students are married and live with their spouses, 137 live with a roommate, and 29 live with their parents. Most were age twenty-five or older, with 33 percent over the age of forty.

OTHER ELEMENTS OF STANDARDIZATION
Author IDs, State Names, and Other Matters

Author ID Format

Article author IDs are styled in two ways: as complete sentences or in condensed form. Consult back issues of the particular journal for the appropriate form to use.

First mention is the author's full name; subsequent references are by last name only.

In any author ID in a display position article and book reviewer IDs, column editors, bylines, or in mention of a contact person in running text ( for more information please contact . . . ) the individual's title should be capitalized.

John Doe, Head Cataloger, Witchita Public Library, Kansas.

Jean Kramer is Director of the University Media Center at Texas State University, Dallas.

If the author's position is not a title but simply a position, it should be lowercased.

Jack Jones is a cataloger at the Witchita Public Library, Kansas.

Susan Smith is an assistant professor of library science at Boston University.

In text, titles are lowercased. The title Dr. is omitted in both author IDs and text.

John Doe, head cataloger at the Witchita Public Library, was elected to the board of directors.

State Names
In text the names of states should be spelled out, with the following exception:

1. When a complete mailing address is given, as with a contact person, the state zip code abbreviation is used with the zip code.

For more information please write Marketing Director, American Library Association, 50 E. Huron St., Chicago, IL 60611.

2. In lists of names, such as nominations, committee members, etc., state names should be abbreviated using MOS abbreviations. In such lists there is usually a name, library or school affiliation, city, and state. Avoid repeating information such as the state or city if this appears in the library or school name. The state should appear in parentheses after the library or school affiliation.

3. In author IDs for book reviews or articles, state names should be spelled out and should appear in address format, separated by commas. Do not repeat information. Well-known cities such as New York, Chicago, Boston, Los Angeles, San Francisco, and Philadelphia do not need state IDs.

Phone numbers are expressed (213) 291-0098. If a phone number follows an address, the two items are separated by a semicolon.

John Doe, 23 W. Hall St., Memphis, TN 09987; (212) 897-0988.

An 800 number should be expressed with hyphens: 1-800-900-8897.

Fax and Bitnet numbers appear after the phone number in an address and are styled as follows:

John Doe, 23 W. Hall St., Memphis, TN 09987; (212) 897-0988; fax (212) 929-3422; Bitnet @EXAMPLE

Street Addresses
Use common abbreviations for addresses: St. for street, Dr. for drive, Ln. for lane, Ave. for avenue, etc.

Use abbreviations for directions: N. Park Ave., W. Easy St., S. Lois Ln.

Abbreviations
Use and others (not et al. )for citations with three or more authors:

1. Mull, Martin, and others. Comedy: Essence and Existence, etc. However, use et al. in text to avoid confusion:

According to Martin Mull et al., in an article published in Comics Weekly, etc.

Possessives
Hayes' (not Hayes's)

Alex' and Oz'

ALA Particulars
ALA Annual Conference and ALA Midwinter Meeting (not Conference) are correct forms; use initial cap whenever these are referred to in text:

The Meeting was well attended.

Annual Conference will be held in Los Angeles next year.

Do not capitalize division conferences, unit meetings, roundtable meetings, etc.

Italicize AACR2 (Anglo-American Cataloging Rules), DDC (Dewey Decimal Classification), LCSH (Library of Congress Subject Headings).

Terms Denoting Ethnicity black, African-American (always hyphenate)

Hispanic, Latino, Chicano

Asian American, Pacific American, Chinese American, etc. (no hyphen)

American Indian, native American

ethnic minority librarian (no hyphen)

Miscellaneous

3-by-5-inch or 3 inches by 4 inches (not 3" x 5")

data and criteria (plural)

00mm, 256K (close up)

2400-baud modem, 9600 bps (no comma)

Inclusion of trademark designations after product names is not necessary. If their appearance is requested, use the symbol with the first occurrence and include a footnote on the first page of the article that provides ownership information. Spelling, capitalization, and word spacing of the trademark must be followed as closely as a publication's standard typeface will permit (i.e., special fonts need not be used, but the form must follow the owner's style).

ABBREVIATED FORM OF PUBLISHERS' NAMES FOR USE IN ALA PUBLICATIONS
The following list provides shortened and consistent forms of publishers' names. In general, use only keywords in the publishers' names. Recurring words that are essential to the publishers' names, like press, association, and university, are abbreviated.

For see references, consult a current Literary Market Place (LMP) or the Publishers and Distributors Name Index of Books in Print (BIP). Mergers of publishers frequently lead to creation, modification, or cessation of imprint names in addition to subsidiaries and divisions of the acquiring firms. Refer to the listing of Publishers' Imprints, Affiliated Companies, Subsidiaries, etc. in the most current LMP and/or the Key to Publishers' and Distributors Abbreviations in the current BIP for clues to such changes. Where it can be determined, use the form of imprint applicable at date of publication of the work. Otherwise, use the current form.

The full names of publishers include past locations and/or affiliations. These are separated from the most recent location/affiliation by an and.
